• Bill Kornrumph motioned to adopt Ordinance 1056 fixing and levying the real estate tax rate 
for the year 2025 at 10.25 mills.  Seconded by Lisa Petrosky.  All ayes, motion carries. 

• Bill Kornrumph motioned to adopt Ordinance 1055 amending Ordinance 917, fixing the 
salaries and rates of compensation for the appointive officers, and monthly and hourly 
employees for 2025.  Seconded by Jim Rullo.  All ayes, motion carries 

• Bill Kornrumph motioned to pay bills as presented.  Seconded by Domenic Roberta,  All ayes, 
motion carries. 

• Bill Kornrumph motioned to transfer $50,000 from the General Fund to the Capital Improvement 
Fund and $50,000 to the Electric Capital Fund.  Seconded by George Toth.  All ayes, motion carries. 

• Bill Kornrumph motioned to transfer $100,000 from the Sewage Agency Fund to the Sewer Capital 
Fund.  Seconded by Lisa Petrosky.  All ayes, motion carries.

• Deb Marto motioned to authorize the Engineer to submit the 2024 Wasteload Management Report to 
ALCOSAN.
